FACTS

A mycorrhiza is a mutually beneficial relationship between fungi and 
plants. Fungus grows in or on plant roots, which allows for easier access 

to food for both the plant and fungus. 

There are approximately 3,600 species of lichens and  
1,170 species of mosses in North America.

Peatlands cover only 3 per cent of the Earth’s land surface but  
store more carbon than all of the world’s forests combined.
